Annex 1
Simplified Contribution Granting Rules

1. These rules govern the rights and obligations of the Miroslav Šašek Foundation, established in accordance with Czech law, based in Oldřichova 255/20, Nusle, 128 00 Praha 2, Czech Republic, ID No: 28141601, registered in the Foundation Register maintained by the Municipal Court in Prague, Section N, Insert No. 1275 (hereinafter referred to as “foundation”) and the contribution beneficiary who is the applicant to whom the foundation contribution has been allocated (hereinafter referred to as “beneficiary”). The rules apply irrespective of whether the foundation application (hereinafter referred to as “application”) has been granted in full or only partially. Unless otherwise stated when granting the contribution, the application has been granted in full. By announcing the granting of a foundation contribution, an agreement on the provision of a foundation contribution (hereinafter referred to as "contract") is concluded between the applicant and the foundation. The content of the contract consists of these rules, the content of the application and the applicable provisions of Act No. 89/2012 Coll., The Civil Code, in particular the provisions on the gift contract.

2. The Foundation shall, as a general rule, provide a contribution for the processing of a work of art, the creation of an exhibition or any other activity consistent with the purpose of the Foundation (hereinafter referred to as "supported activity"). The Foundation will provide the contribution within 30 days of granting the allowance if it is a contribution of up to CZK 50,000 and if the supported activity is to be performed within a period of less than three months. In the case a contribution exceeds CZK 50,000 and a supported activity continues for more than three months, the Foundation reserves the right to grant the part of the contribution in excess of said amount upon receiving further evidence of continuation of the supported activity by the beneficiary. 

3. If a longer period for the use of the contribution has not been explicitly specified in the application and approved by the Foundation, the beneficiary shall be obliged to use the contribution no later than one year after its granting and provide evidence of its use to the Foundation within three months of its completion.
4. The beneficiary shall submit a report on the use of the contribution to the Foundation within three months of completing the supported activity, and, in the case an activity’s duration lasts longer than one year, upon each anniversary of the date the grant was provided. The report must include an assessment of the extent to which the objectives described in the application have been (are being) achieved.
5. The beneficiary is obliged to use the contribution for the purpose described in the application and to prove this use of the contribution to the foundation by a list of costs and documents for individual costs. The Foundation may waive this requirement in individual cases on a reasoned request by the beneficiary. The Foundation is authorized, but not obliged, to use other measures when reviewing the beneficiary’s compliance with the purposes of the contribution.

6. The beneficiary is obliged to state on all works, promotional materials, other printed materials and websites related to the supported activity that it is an activity (work) supported by the Foundation. The beneficiary is obliged to submit to the Foundation a copy of such printed materials, links to websites and other documents as evidence of compliance with this obligation, if possible without undue delay from the date of their completion. The beneficiary shall notify the Foundation in advance regarding the locations and dates of each public activity related to the supported activity (exhibitions, seminars, workshops, screenings, book launches, etc.).

7. The beneficiary is obliged to provide the Foundation with a copy of the supported work. If it is a work published in a book or otherwise, the Foundation is entitled to three copies. The beneficiary hereby grants the Foundation a license to use the work or other results of the supported activity on the Foundation's website, in annual reports and/or other overviews of the Foundation's activity; this license is unlimited in time and place. If the contribution covers more than 60% of the cost of creating the work, the beneficiary grants the Foundation an exclusive license to publish the work in the Czech Republic and abroad. If the Foundation does not use this license within one year of the work’s completion and submission to the Foundation, the license shall expire.

8. The Foundation's contribution is not intended for the payment of VAT if the recipient is a payer of this tax and also claims a deduction. 

9. The beneficiary is obliged to use the contribution personally. If they intend to pay wage costs, or costs other than those directly related to the supported activity (normal living costs of the beneficiary, etc.), it must be stated in the application

10. If the beneficiary does not comply with any of the terms of the contract specified above, the Foundation is entitled to withdraw from the contract. In such a case, the beneficiary is obliged to return to the Foundation the entire contribution provided without the right to deduct any costs already incurred. Likewise, the Foundation is entitled to suspend payment of the contribution if the results of the supported activities up to that point are fundamentally unsatisfactory.
